Day To Day Classroom Learning 

The content/concepts located on these internet notes cover many of the key concepts that students may need to understand for the various State of Ohio “Achievement/Graduation”tests as well as the Olentangy 7th Grade Social Studies Final Exam (newly implemented 2010-11 school year).    ***Many of these such concepts have 1-3 stars next to the explanation, both in your original handwritten notes as well as within my webpage notes as well !! ***  

There are other concepts/content covering important people/places/events/ideas that may not be covered on the State of Ohio/Olentangy District tests but which are of equal historical importance .  


Most of this content located on Chittock’s World is covered during various differentiated learning activities that take place daily such as reading/wrting/discussing (both independent/partner/small group/one on one with Mr. C., etc.).  Other learning activities include discussions, reenactments, mini lectures, films, student presentations, student readings, student research, to name a few.  

Students take their own handwritten notes during these learning activities. [bookmark: AncientGreece]Ancient Greece…Early Civilizations:Chapter 11 lesson1 

· Roots can be traced to 2 civilizations that flourished and declined between 3000 BC and 1100 BC
· The first major civilization arose from the island of Crete
· According to legend…its leader was a conqueror and lawgiver named King Minos
· Period from 2000 BC to 1400 BC called…MINOAN AGE
(What influence this location had on the formation of Minoan civilization……distance from rest of Greece might have caused its people to become self-sufficient and develop a strong central government.  Its location at mouth of Aegean Sea allowed it to become a strong trading civilization and gave it a great ***middle man location)

Minoan civilization was highly developed.  Many believe that its rise was a result of basic geography.  It was a ***stepping stone and middleman between Eastern and Western civilizations that were developing at the same time.  Ships could only travel a certain distance without food and water used Crete as a stopping place.  From such foreign trade ships the Minoans might have borrowed the technology and cultural advances of other civilizations…adapting them to Minoan civilization.

[bookmark: MinoanCivilization]B.  MINOAN CIVILIZATION
· Developed a system of writing
· Fine artwork
· Including…statues, pottery, metal bowls, jewelry, weaving
· Great sailors
· First King of Minoa-myth was that anything he touch turned to gold!!!

· Master builders
· In Knossos (NAHS uhs) and other cities built huge palaces

· ~510 BC, citizens of Athens got upset with tyrant named Hippias
· with help from soldiers from Sparta, he was driven out of Athens
· Instead of replacing him with another Tyrant, the citizens of Athens decided to  chose to share the decision-making power among themselves
· THIS WAS THE BEGINNING OF THE WORLD’S FIRST DEMOCRACY  (or was it??)
· A council of 500 citizens choosen at random each year proposed new laws
· An assembly of all citizens of Athens met every 9 days to vote on the laws
· In law courts, citizens served as jurors
· They interpreted laws and decided the fate of each case…like the generals
· (Why would a trial by jury be an important part of democracy???
· Ans--because the citizens make the laws in a democracy, they should also decide when those laws have been broken)
· These things existed before 500 BC, but they were now open to more people and administered more fairly
· Example…juror was paid…both rich and poor could afford to take off work to take part in their government as a result
· Like everything else, not everyone liked this….the rich thought the poor had too much power…but most liked and appreciated it
· The development of democracy has greatly influenced Western civilization
Democracy…form of government that places the power in the hands of the citizens.
Some are governed directly by the citizens
Some are governed by elected representatives

all citizens take part in the government of a democracy

direct democracy….all the citizens take part directly  (in ancient Greece, the citizens met regularly to vote on important issues, the Iroquois Confederation, some small town meetings held in New England States in the U.S. today)

Representative democracy….the citizens elect representatives to make decisions for them. (United States, Zimbabwe, and Venezuela)
It is more practical for nations who cannot get all of their people together at one time to make decisions.
 
Even in ancient Greece the people gave some decision making power to representatives

Athens was not the only city-state to have a democracy, but it was the most successful.

· Democracy opened to all citizens, but who were the citizens?
· Relatively only a few people
· Men over the age of 18
· With a few exceptions, only if his father had been a citizen

· After 451 BC the rules regarding citizenship grew stricter
· A man became a citizen only if both his mother and father were citizens
· 300,000 inhabitants of Athens

· 45,000 were citizens
· wives and children were not…= 145,000
· women, married or not, had NO political rights and they could not own land

· 35,000 were metics (or foreigners)
· They came from other  Greek city-states or parts of the Mediterranean
· Traders, shopkeepers, craftsmen, or moneylenders
· They could not vote or hold public office
· But…they were protected by the Athenian law

· Slaves made up the rest of the population
· Many captured during foreign wars
· Could not vote
· Could not choose their jobs…had to do the ones assigned
· Farmhands
· Household chores
· Crafts…metalwork, pottery
· Not allowed to have their own families unless giver permission from the master
· Were paid for their work…a few earned enough to buy their freedom

· Farming was the main economic activity in Athenian society
· Most owned just enough land to support their own families
· Wealthy Athenians might own a large estate where slaves did most of the work
· On other estates, tenant farmers worked the land

· Until the 500s BC most trade done through ***barter (trade)
· People exchanged one type of product directly for another

· As Athens became more international, to barter became inconvenient

· System kept $ flowing to citizens throughout the city-state
· This demand from the citizens led to a growing economy and led to much specialization of labor.  It especially helped the merchants and craftsmen class grow greatly.

_believed that life was ruled by forces called gods
_every human activity and natural event there was a god-force in charge
--don’t want to make them mad
_ancient cultures
	spiritual side of life very important
	prayer before each every day activity
	protect you while you walking through the woods…etc.

Christians and Jews believe people are made “in the image” of God
--for ancient Greece just the opposite
--Greek gods were divine reflections of Greek people.
--People free to choose which gods to honor
--depending on their interests, needs, and fears

Animals were killed to please gods

Gods/humans
Gods more powerful, beautiful, immortal
Behavior could be petty and imperfect
--because they had human feelings
--fell in love, made mistakes, became angry, sad, happy

Each had one of a kind personality along with special supernatural powers that created weather or seasons and touched all parts of life

Greek gods related to each other like family and like real families had their difficulties from time to time

Greeks believed they could “read” the sky
--they created myths based on constellations or groups of stars

Greek Temples
Believed to be physical homes of gods
Holy places for prayer and sacrifice and protection when people were in trouble
Had a small fire burning inside
--never put out it symbolized the presence of the god-force
Outside was a sacrificing table…inside a peaceful place for prayer and a statue of the god 
One of most important  APPOLLO’s @ Delphi

Mt. Parnassus
--older women sat on stool over smoking crack in the earth
--called the pythia (pie-THEE-ah) because of the python snakes that shared the cave.  --Supposedly, she spoke wisdom given her directly form Apppollo. This was the oracle @ Delphi, one of the holiest places in all of ancient Greece.  Clutching a bouquet of smoking laurel leaves, she sat behind white curtains, listening to the priests that read her ? from people seeking Apolllo’s advice. Then, she responded.  Because the smoke made her feel dizzy, her words were often confused or garbled.  The priests wrote down all the Pythia said and later formed the “message” into a poem—the supposedly contained Apollo’s wisdom.

· Picture a grassy hill, the warm sun hitting your face, and a day that you were not required to do anything.
· At the bottom of the slope, there is a track and the runners are taking their places.
As the race begins the cheering starts and just as soon as it has begun, the race is over.  The winner of the race has just become the first recorded winner at the Olympic games.
· Sports were important in ancient Greece just like they are today
· Olympics began in 776 BC  as an athletic competition open to all Greek men
· Only one event to begin with….a 200 yard foot race
· Later expanded to 
· Longer races
· Wrestling
· Boxing
· Discus throwing
· Horse races
· Chariot races
· Modern day Olympics are modeled after the original Greek games
· So important, not even war interfere with them
· Not meant for just entertainment
· Main purpose of the Olympics and other public events was to honor the gods.


[bookmark: TheFamilyofGreekGods]N.  The Family of Greek Gods
· The Olympics games honored ZEUS…father of Greek gods
· Games were named after the city of Olympia
· Greeks believed that Zeus sat on a golden throne on top of Mt. Olympus and ruled all other gods and all of the Greeks.
· Greeks thought ZEUS was the master of the entire world
· All Greeks worshipped Zeus and his family of gods
· Thought the gods controlled the world of nature and the human world
· Myths and legends of the Greeks celebrated their gods.
· These traditional stories explained the roles of the gods in creating the world and causing natural events.
· Also told the great powers of their gods
· The gods of Greek myths formed a family
· Each member had a specific role with particular powers and duties
· Zeus..
· Head of the family
· Set standards of justice and made sure humans and gods followed them
· Controlled the weather
· Punished wrong doings with bolts of thunder and raging storms
· Poseidon
· Zeus’s brother
· God of the sea
· Hera
· Zeus’s wife
· Goddess of marriage
· Ares
· Zeus’s son
· God of war
· Dionysys (dy uh NY suhs)
· Zeus’s son
· God of wine
· Apollo
· Zeus’s son
· God of light…drove the sun across the sky each day in his golden carriage
· God of health, herding, and prophecy
· Greeks prayed to specific gods for the things they wanted
· Greeks thanked gods by making animal sacrifices when their prayers were answered
· Greeks made sacrifices to gods before
· Competing in sports
· Going off to war
· Setting sail on a long voyage
· Greeks built SANCTUARIES….sacred places to honor their godsPeople would travel from around the Aegean world to these sanctuaries to honor their many gods
· Built in areas of great natural beauty

· Olympia
· Where the Olympics were held
· Sanctuary to Zeus
· Winding river and a wooded area = place of serenity and peace
· Perfect sight for competition…land in broad river valley was flat
· They could lay large courses for the different races
· Greeks believed that Zeus and the other gods took special delight in watching the great athletes display their skill and strength in open competition

[bookmark: Delphi]O.  DELPHI

· Greeks honored Apollo
· Each city-state sent gifts to the sanctuary
· So sacred, no thief would think of robbing it
· Therefore, many left their gold and silver in the shrines for safe keeping
· Located halfway up a mountain overlooking a lush river valley
· Most famous for its oracle to the god Apollo
· (like ancient Chinese) Greeks believed oracles were predictions
· Believed gods and goddesses revealed hidden knowledge through these oracles
· Greeks also called the shrines where these messages were revealed oracles
· At these oracles, priests or priestesses interpreted the messages of the gods.  The messages were hard to understand.
· The oracle at Delphi was considered the most powerful of the Greek oracles.


[bookmark: DelosEleusisandReligiousFestivals]P.  DELOS and ELEUSIS and Religious Festivals

· According to Greek myth, the island of Delos (DEE lohs) was Apollo’s birthplace
· Delos had an oracle to Apollo
· Every 5 years the Greeks held a sports competition there to honor Apollo
· Eleusis (ih LOO suhs) on the coast of the mainland Greece near Athens was a sanctuary to Demeter (dih MEET ur) the goddess of grain
· Athenians made a pilgrimage to Eleusis during the planting and harvesting season
· They made sacrifices to Demeter
· Offered prayers for abundant harvest
· These religious rituals highlighted the importance of agriculture in ancient Greece
· Greeks held religious festivals to honor gods and goddesses
· Many centered around sports
· Others featured religious rituals and animal sacrifices
· The religious festivals honoring Dionysus, the god of wine, had the most impact on western civilization….drama festivals
· Drama tried to educate people about values and morals
· Main lesson…disobey the gods and be punished
· Violent events not allowed onstage…a member of the cast would report to audience
· Greek theaters looked similar to sports stadiums with seating rising up and from the pit where the actors performed on stage
· Greek plays were judged by the Athenian citizens…the winning playwrights received ivy crowns

[bookmark: GreekDrama]Q.  GREEK DRAMA (think of Mr. Cherubino and dramas by our students throughout the year!!!???)

· 2x a year, Greek writers composed plays that were presented at festivals in Athens honoring Dionysus.
· These plays are one of the lasting contributions of the Greek
· Most plays told stories about Greek gods and heroes
· They combined religion and history with entertainment
· Most popular were TRAGEDIES…sad stories in which the hero was brought to ruin by a flaw in his character.
· Antigone (an TIHG uh nee) by Sophocles.  King who ordered the death of the woman his son loved.  The son, strickened with grief, then killed himself
· During festival for Dionysus…plays were presented from dawn until dark for 4 days
· 3 days for Tragedies
· 1 day for Comedies…funny plays made fun of wide range of topics…politics..to everyday life
· used scarcasm to make fun of Political leaders, perhaps like your favorite all time social studies teacher!!!!!!!!!!??????????????
· all businesses are closed
· city even releases prisoners to go to the festival

R.  War with Persia

· At the time of Marathon, Athens and Sparta were the 2 largest city-states
· They defeated first naval invasion by Persia 
· 6400 Persians killed, only 192 Greeks 
· Famous marathon run named after the famous runner who ran to announce victory then collapsed from death
· Almost all battles involved 200,000 Persians vs. 5-10,000 Greeks



Q # 10   How did the Greeks defeat so many Persians??
· Ans--
·  disposal
· In 499 B.C., Athens helped eastern city-states fight off Persia’s invasion out of the east
· In 480, 200,000 Persian soldiers invaded again!!
· 7000 Greeks held off 200,000 in a tight mountain pass called Thermopylae (thur MAHP uh lee)
· Like above, this strategic battlefield (a narrow mountain pass that only 40 Persians at a time could travel through) chosen ahead by the Spartans, enabled 300 Spartans to hold off 200,000 Persians!!!!!!!!!!!
· The 7000 other Greeks able to retreat and set up a defensive ring while these 300 Greeks slaughtered, demoralized, slowed down, wore out the Persians
· Persians eventually snuck around their back using a secret mountain trail that a traitor Greek citizen showed them
· Persia eventually overrun most of Greece, but the Athens citizens and military escapes to the island of Salamis
· Again, the Greeks choose a battlefield, on the ocean ship vs. ship, where they can do away with the Persian numeric advantage, again!!!!
· They also chose a narrow straight in the water, where they could again bottleneck the Persian ships 
· Athens tricked the Persians and sank ½ of their ships, winning this victory
· The next year, the Spartans helped Athens defeat the final Persian invasion at Plataea (pluh TEE un) 
· By uniting together against a common strong threatening enemy, Greece would become united and stronger, much like the United States of America (vs. Ohio fighting alone against Iraq, for example!!!) 






[bookmark: AthenscomparedtoSparta]S.  Athens Compared to Sparta (early history 1000-500 B.C.)


· Size was probably the only thing they had in common
· Athens lost wealth and territory, but was not destroyed
· Sparta was invaded and conquered by the Dorians around 1100BC…
· Over the next 100 years, the Dorians took over the region surrounding the city-state of Sparta.  
· They enslaved the former inhabitants of Sparta
· People in towns near Sparta remained free, they were forced to serve in the Spartan army
· Slave population in Sparta was much larger than the population of Spartan citizens
· Sparta at his height of power
· 10,000 citizens
· 250,000 slaves
· Spartans feared the uprising of their slaves….as a result, built a strong army
· Spartan men spent most of their entire adult lives in military service
· Bragged they did not need walls, their soldiers were the only ones they needed

[bookmark: SPARTASGOVERNMENT]T.  SPARTA’S GOVERNMENT 
· Began as a monarchy
· Had two kings that ruled together
· Custom that probably began when the Dorians invaded Sparta
· Two tribes , each with its own leader
· Later, the two leaders became part of a 30 man senate
· Kings continued to have power that the senate did not have
· Members of the senate elected by citizens….all male landowners over the age of 30
· Could not become a senator until he was 60 years old
· All Spartan citizens belonged to an assembly similar to the one in Athens
· But….Spartan citizens could not propose laws.
· They could only vote for or against laws proposed by the senate or by the 
EPHORS….five government leaders elected by the assembly
· Even if the assembly voted down a law, the senate and ephors of ten ignored the vote
· May have had an assembly and held elections for government offices, power was really in the hands of a few families
· These few families dominated the senate and could control ephors.
· A democratic government NEVER developed in Sparta
· Sparta remained an oligarchy


[bookmark: SPARTASeconomy]U.  SPARTA’S ECONOMY 
· Sparta’s emphasis on maintaining a strong army shaped their economy
· Even those not serving as soldiers were usually employed making war technology/weapons etc.
· By law, the only job a adult Spartan male could hold was that of a soldier
·  People living around Sparta provided trade and craft items for the city-state
· the government forbade Spartans to have luxury goods
· …as a result, they led very simple lives
· today when we say something is Spartan….we are speaking of a simple life without luxuries
· Each Spartan citizen received a plot of land from the government
· Helots (HEHL uhts) were state slaves assigned to a particular plot….they farmed the land
· For wages they got some of the crops and then turned the rest over to the owner
· The owner gave a portion to the government…which provided him with daily meals
· If a Spartan could not pay for his meals…he lost his rights as a citizen
· 
[bookmark: SPARTASCHILDRAISING]V.  SPARTAN CHILD RAISING
· All lived at home until they were 7
· Boys
· Left and went to live in barracks with other boys their age
· The government took over their education and controlled their lives
· The boys were taught to read and write, but the emphasis was placed on physical skills…running, jumping, boxing, and wrestling
· Conditions harsh, discipline strict
· Boys slept on the floor …cold or not
· Wore only light clothes
· Hardships made the boys stronger
· Severe punishment for anyone who disobeyed orders
· Beatings were good training for soldiers
· Age 18, all their time devoted to the army
· Age 30 a Spartan male completed his military training and gained full citizenship
· Even if married, he still took his meals with other soldiers
· Girls
· Training not as extensive
· Strong physical education
· Running
· Wrestling
· Discus throwing

· Believed that girls had to be strong to bear healthy children
· Spatans emphasized military, but had other forms of entertainment
· Religious festivals
· Chorus contests
· Dance contests



[bookmark: EDUCATIONINSPARTAANDATHENS]W.  EDUCATION IN SPARTA AND ATHENS

· Difference between the way they treated children
· Spartan  government had a huge influence on the daily lives of its citizens
· When a Spartan baby was born, a government inspector came to look it over
· If it didn’t look healthy, the inspector took the baby to a distant cave and left it to die
· They only wanted babies they thought would grow into strong adults

[bookmark: Athenschildraising]X.  ATHENS CHILD RAISING

· Athenians valued cultural education as well as physical education
· Only boys from wealthy families received formal education
· 7 years old…boys began school
· they lived at home with their families
· learned reading, writing, arithmetic, poetry, music, and dance
· also devoted much time to athletics
· At age 18, joined the army for 2 years of military training
· Graduation, they received a shield and spear and joined a reserve force
· Which were called to duty in times of war
· Athenian government basically ignored the training of women
· Girls learned crafts and poetry from their mothers
· Athenian’s education continued throughout his adulthood
· Discussed myths about the gods and poetry of Homer
· Looked forward to seeing new plays at Dionysus.
· During late 300sBC Athens developed academies where wealthy adults could continue their schooling.

· Differing values of Sparta and Athens produced different cultures
· Ancient Greeks admired Spartans because their military background made for a stable society….some thought Athenian democracy led to freedoms that made its citizens restless and unpredictable

Z.  Pericles as Leader of Athens, and war against Sparta!!
· WARNING..messengers went to Athens in 480 BC..  “The Persians are going to invade …leave the city immediately.
· Pericles was 15 at the time and went with the others to an island off the southern coast of Greece
· He was greatly influenced by seeing Athens destroyed by the Persians
· Persians burned the great city of Athens
· Greeks defeated Persians in 479 BC ( a year later)

Pericles Leadership
· Upon return, Pericles was elected one of ten generals of Athens
· Elected over and over again
· 460-429 BC…Pericles led Athens through what is known as the golden age 
· As a young man, Pericles studied law..he often won due to
· His intelligence
· His excellent speaking ability
· As a result of being a persuasive speaker…Pericles was able to convince citizens that his idea was important
· 3 Major goals of Pericles
a. military protection….to protect Athens
b. artistic beautification……make Athens beautiful
c. Political Democracy…strengthen democracy

[bookmark: Goal1MilitaryProtection]AA.  GOAL  # 1 MILITARY PROTECTION
· Protect Athens from its enemies
· Prevent burning down of city by Persians 20 years previously
· Stone wall had been built around Athens after Persian attack
· However…enemies could still surround the city and block Athens form Piraeus…its harbor 5 miles away…..would be cut off from food supply
· So Athenians extended the wall to the sea…
· New barricaded corridor became know as the long walls
· Built a powerful navy    (important in future….key to its defense)

AB. [bookmark: Goal1ArtisticBeautification]  GOAL # 2 ARTISTIC BEAUTIFICATION   
· Athenians built new public buildings and temples
· Most magnificent were buildings built on ACROPOLIS
· ACROPOLIS…flat-topped, fortified hill in middle of Athens
· 200 feet above the rest of the city
· covered 10 acres
· Had been covered with temples, but when Persians attacked, they had all been destroyed
· New temple …PARTHENON…dedicated to Athena …city’s patron goddess
· 60 foot high, built of marble, 46 tall graceful columns….inside stood a 40 foot tall gold and ivory statue of goddess Athena
· Agora was like the main mall of the city, gym public baths main market place was located here as well

· Ans—citizens t!!

[bookmark: Goal3PoliticalDemocracy]CC.  GOAL # 3 POLITICAL DEMOCRACY
· Pericles wanted to make Athenian democracy stronger, by spreading power more evenly between rich and poor
· During Golden Age…as many as 20,000 citizens were paid by the government
Ie..there were at least 20,000 in the government
· As a result, even the poor male citizens could afford to hold office and have their voices heard
· Majority of adults ---women, metics,slaves---could not vote or hold office
· Pericles ..most influential 440’s-430’s BC…
· He used rhetoric in Assembly…was necessary because there was no political parties in Athens
· Every issue was debated on its own merit
· Even Pericles sometimes lost support of Assembly…one time-dismissed as general and fined

[bookmark: AthensGoldenAge]DD.  ATHENS GOLDEN AGE
· Pericles called Athens the “School of Greece”
· Center for Art
· Center for literature
· Center for ideas
**beliefs differ from those of Athens’s rival, Sparta

Q # 13  (Question to ponder as you read the below…How much does Greek family life sound like a typical normal family in the U.S.A. today, in fact, within our school district today????)
 
· Typical rich household…mother, father, 2-3 children, 1 or 2 slaves
· House with center courtyard
· Bread, grain paste (grain with oil & spices, olives, figs, goat, cheese, fish…meat was scarce because landscape and rural overpopulation…
· Father headed down narrow, crooked streets toward the AGORA (marketplace)
· large open square located near Acropolis
· Men debated the issues of the day
· Huge open center…vendors sold items..food, pottery, goats, sheep
· Men dressed in usual Greek fashion…woolen tunic, only rich could afford cotton or linen
· Men might go to Assembly (citizens debated current political issues)
· If very important …would walk for 10 or 20 miles to hear them
· Men might serve as jurors at the law courts
· Jurors listened to speeches for and against an accused person
· Jury cast vote of guilty or innocent
· Juries consisted of 201-2501 citizens
· Also went to gymnasium (outdoors)
· Took part in sports
· Conversations
· Men even socialized in the evenings  (always took their meals quickly)

AF. [bookmark: Womenchildrenathome]WOMEN/CHILREN @ HOME 
Q # 14  (Question to ponder as you read the below…How much does Greek family life sound like a typical normal family in the U.S.A. today, in fact, within our school district today????)
· While men were @ Agora…women were @ home
· Not allowed to vote or hold office (like the U.S.A. up till approx. 1920 A.D.!!)
· Spent a lot of time in double room…looming room
· Made clothes for family
· Spun sheep’s wool
· Dyed threads
· Woven fabrics
· Small kitchen
· Ground grain for bread
· Baked bread in small clay ovens
· Important…..staple of family’s diet
· No indoor plumbing….women had to carry H2O from wells into their homes
· Cooking…small portable  hearth
· They cared for their young children
· Sons …age 7 went to school
· Daughters…stayed home and learned tasks…
Married ~ 15…usually dad picked husband to ensure it was a good family
· Houses
· Looked alike
· Made of mud bricks
· Roof-baked tiles
· Door from street opened into the courtyard that had an alter to Zeus in the middle.
· The rooms around the courtyard did not have windows…stayed warm in the winter and cool in the summer 
· If  Wealthy…they could have lived better, but they believed that their wealth should be used for the good of the whole community
· In the evening, husband and wife ate together except….if he had company
· Men ate in men’s dining room
· Rooms were bare except for some couches where the men would recline as they ate
· Women joined men publicly for only 2 reasons
· To attend a play together  …………to attend a religious festival or parade

[bookmark: Lifefornoncitizens]GG.  LIFE FOR NONCITIZENS
· Wealthy folks led the kind of life they did because the non-citizens did their work

METICS AND SLAVES
· To live in Athens, metics (foreigners) had to register with the government and pay a monthly tax.
· They could not own property
· They were allowed to attend the theater and religious festivals
· They had the right to use the court
· Citizens looked down on metics as inferior or second-class people
· Joke was on them…many metics became wealthy and returned to their own city-state and enjoyed be both wealthy and a citizen

· Slaves had no legal rights
· Most Athenian citizen owned at least 1 slave…this would allow him to go to Athens and attend the Assembly
· Wealthy land owners had many to work the fields and one to oversee
· Slaves and Athenians often dressed very similar to one another
· Slaves often did the same job as other Athenians
· Better off slaves held jobs that required skills
· Goldsmith
· Pottery making
· Slaves were paid for their jobs
· If they earned enough $, they could buy their freedom
· But once free, they did not become citizens…they moved into the ranks of metics
· One slave did become a citizen…Pasion was very smart and his master put him in charge of his bank…he made so much $ that his master set him free and gave him the bank. Pasion continued to multiply the $ and would give money back to the government for projects…they were so grateful, they made him a citizen

THE MINING SLAVES
· 40,000 worked in the dangerous Silver minds
· Mining slaves owned by the government
· Worked 10 hour shifts chained to rocks..had to crawl in tunnels only 3 ft high
· Many died from overwork or disease

AH. [bookmark: Chapter12lesson2PeloponnesianWar] Chapter 12 Lesson 2:  The Peloponnesian War
***Plague***disease that swept through Athens in 430 BC
· A highly contagious widespread disease that is often fatal
· Most victims died within a week
· Suffered terribly before they died
· Sounds a lot like our Reading/Language Arts novel Crispin.  Also the Spanish conquest over the New World Native Americans (Indians) in north, central and south America
· Remember our coverage 
***“The Sneeze and Disease”***
· Made even worse because
· Athens was so overcrowded
· Spartans had invaded Attica…to protect everyone, Pericles had called everyone inside the wall from the countryside.
· The Plague and the war changed Greece forever

[bookmark: AthensvsSpartaPeloponnesianWar]II.  ATHENS VS. SPARTA: Peloponnesian War 
· Sparta and her allies in the Peloponnesian League declared war on Athens a year prior to the plague
· We already know there was a major rivalry between Athens and Sparta
· During the golden age, Sparta’s fear of Athens grew (Athens continued to grow stronger)
· After the Persian Wars, Athens had formed an alliance…agreement between city-states….Delian League….formed to protect Greece from further Persian invasion ( a formal union between nations joined in a common cause)
· During the golden age, Athens had taken over the league…changing from an alliance to an empire
· Athens forced many city-states to remain in the league
· They used the ***tribute $ they collected from the city-states to rebuild Athens from the Persian Wars
· Athens had also started to attack cities outside Greece
· During the golden age, the Athens population had greatly increased…to make sure all had food, Pericles insisted that Athens control the trade routes which grain and other food reached Athens.  …the Athenian Navy attacked and captured cities along both shores of the Aegean Sea
· Sparta felt threatened by Athens’s rise in power
· 431 BC…Sparta and her allies finally gave Athens an ultimatum…free all the cities under your control OR go to war
· Athens refused…the Peloponnesian War began

[bookmark: pELOPONNESIANwARbEGINS]JJ.  PELOPONNESIAN WAR BEGINS
· The walls of Athens protected the city from a Spartan  invasion
· So…the Spartans invaded the countryside
· Burning farmhouses
· Cutting down grain
· At this point, Pericles called everyone inside the city walls
· Pericles wanted to avoid fighting the Spartans on soil
· He wanted to protect the Athenians
· Might have worked if the plague had not struck
· 1 out of 4 died from the plague
· Pericles died of the plaque in 429 BC
· This was the beginning of the end of the golden age
· War
· Pericles death

KK.  ATHENS DURING THE WAR

· Complete opposite of the golden age
· Almost every family affected by the plaque
· Food was scarce…the attacks on the countryside
· Labor force decreasing…slaves escaping

· Went on for years…neither side seemed to be winning
· Sparta had a more powerful Army…Athens, a more powerful Navy
· 413 BC…a turning point
· Athenians suffered a serious defeat at Sicily
· Remember the city-states force to remain in the Delian League…they took advantage of this defeat and joined forces with Sparta
· Fighting continued for another 10 years
· Athens final defeat was certain when Persia agreed to give Sparta $ to build a bigger and better fleet
· Persia did not like all of Greece, but by aiding Sparta, they hoped that the city-states would destroy each other 
· That way, Persia could easily move into Greece, sweeping up the weakened city-states of Greece and greatly increasing the Persian empire westward

· One more attempt, Athenians melted down the gold and silver in the temples to pay for the building of new ships
· 405 BC   Athenians made the final mistake that led to their defeat
· Battlefront now at the coastal cities of Hellespont
· 405BC, the Athenians sailed to the port of Aegospotami (EE guh SPAHT uh mee)…the Spartans did not begin the battle for 5 days…Athenians thought the harbor was safe…the Athenians went ashore for food and supplies…while they were gone, the Spartans captured the entire fleet
· Word got back to the city
· They refused to surrender…they barricaded themselves inside the city walls for months…Sparta cut off their grain supply by land and sea a ***siege again!!
· Starvation finally made the Athenians surrender in 404 BC

[bookmark: Endofthegoldenage]MM.  END OF THE GOLDEN AGE

· The Peloponnesian War lasted for 27 years
· Many Spartans wanted to burn Athens to the ground and sell the citizens into slavery
· Spartan leaders decided to spare Athens
· They recognized that Athens had saved all of Greece from the Persians of Marathon and Salamis
· They were also willing to use the ***Blackmail cooperation technique—
· Pay Sparta tribute money, and Athens gets to keep some of their native culture/govt./ways/etc.

[bookmark: Declineofthedemocracy]NN.  DECLINE OF THE DEMOCRACY
· At first, Spartans destroyed the Athenian democracy and set  up a government of harsh rulers
· By 403BC the Athenians had forced out the rulers
· The Spartan king allowed them to restore their democracy…but they did not feel as strong as they once had
· Many citizens refused to take part in public affairs
· Others became suspicious of anyone the least bit antidemocratic

[bookmark: TrialofSocrates]OO.  THE TRIAL OF SOCRATES
· Socrates was a philosopher (a person who seeks wisdom through intellectual means and moral discipline) 
· What is justice?
· What is wisdom?
· What is goodness?
· Well-known teacher in Athens
· Primary method of teaching….ask ? that made his pupils examine their own beliefs
· Method upset Athenian leaders…asking young people to question every aspect of life…he was challenging the authority of the government
· Under suspicious…he was arrested
· Charged with neglecting the worship of the gods
· And corrupting the youth
· Stood trial in 399 BC
· At this time, it was common for the man on trial to gain sympathy of the jury by
· Bringing their weeping wives and children to court
· By dressing in poor or dirty clothes
· Socrates refused
· He stood with dignity in front of jury of 700 Athenian citizens
· Pleaded his case
· Socrates is convicted by a narrow margin
· Penalty…death by drinking hemlock…juice from a poisonous plant
· During time between trial and death, he could have escaped
· He was 70 years old..he had followed the law to this point, he would continue

Picture the scene…a warm sunny day in 342 BC…a man is trying to tame a horse with the King and his subjects looking on. It was rearing, kicking, throwing its head from side to side.  The King wanted to buy the horse, but decided against it.  His son Alexander looked on and said it was too bad..it was a good horse, they just didn’t know how to handle him.  Alexander bet his father he could ride it.  He approached the horse and stroked it…the mounted it and rode it.  At this point the father instructed the boy to “find a kingdom big enough for you ambitions…Macedonia is too small for you.  That is exactly what he did…he created the largest kingdom the ancient western world had yet known

[bookmark: RiseofMacedonia]QQ.  THE RISE OF MACEDONIA
· 399 BC to 338 BC Greek city-states fought each other, but no one established power like Athens had in the golden age
· Macedonia was a large state just north of Greece
· Little power as it wasn’t even organized as much as a small city-state
· King Philip (Alexander’s father) took the throne in 359 BC…he turned Macedonia into a military power
· Usually armies served for a limited amount of time and then returned home
· King Philip established a professional, full-time, well-paid, highly skilled soldiers
· He developed new battle formations
· Developed a large # of weapons
· Catapults..machines that could hurl burning spears or 50 lb rocks over walls
· Battering rams on wheels…could smash through locked doors & closed gates
· His son Alexander was there learning all the while from dad!!!


[bookmark: Greecefallstomacedonia]RR.  GREECE FALLS TO MACEDONIA
· Philip used his powerful military to build an empire
· After coming into power, he defeated large tribes to the north & west of Macedonia
· He turned south to Greece
· Greeks were no match and fell at the Battle of Chaeronea (KEHR uh NEE uh)
· In 338 BC Philip became the ruler of Greece
· Philip could have put an end to Athens, but he did not because he admire their culture
· He had been held captive and spent 3 yrs in Thebes as a hostage
· He reorganized their armies and combined them w/Macedonia troops
· Next goal…Persia
· Right before the trip…he was murdered…Alexander would have to fulfill Philips dream for the empire

[bookmark: Alexandersconquests]SS.  ALEXANDER”S CONQUESTS
· He was only 20 when he took over in 359 BC
· He took charge of the Kingdom and squashed any revolts due to the change of power
· He was going to carry on the dream of winning new lands
· W/troops, Alexander began a 20,000 mile journey of conquest (the defeat of a nation or group, usually by force)
· He left Pella in the Spring of 334 BC
· Jan-Aug 332 BC  Tyre…before invading Egypt, Alexander had to conquer Tyre, the last base the Persian navy controlled.  Alexander’s soldiers took 7 months to build a bridge to the walled island, while Tyrian soldiers hurled molten lead at them form catapults
· Nov 332 BC Alexandria…The Persian rulers of Egypt gave their land and money to Alexander without a fight.  In Egypt, Alexander founded Alexandria, the first of many cities he would name after himself
· Persepolis  330 BC…after marching 400 miles through mountains and fighting battles in sub-zero colem Alexander’s army looted and destroyed Persepolis
· Summer 327 BC .. Khyber pass..Alexander’s army began to move more and more slowly.  The treasure they had captured made mountain travel difficult.  Alexander finally burned his share of the loot and ordered his men to do the same
· Summer 326 BC  Hyphasis River…After months of heat and rain, the army reached the Hyphasis river and refused to go any further. To punish the army, Alexander led them on a harsh homeward route through the desert.3 yrs later, at age 33, Alexander became ill and died in Babylon


[bookmark: spreadofgreekculture]TT.  THE SPREAD OF GREEK CULTURE BY ALEXANDER AND GOVERNING THE NEW GREEK COLONIES
· Like his father, Alexander was a military genius and appreciated Greek culture
· His father hired Aristotle to teach Alexander 
· Years later he would tell people he got life from his father, but through Aristotle, he had learned how to lead a good life.
· Historians gave him the name Alexander the Great
· Created a vast empire
· Because the influence of Greek culture lasted long after Alexander’s death
· He was also respectful toward some customs of the cultures he was conquering, wearing the type of clothing of the civilization he had just conquered!! 
· (Conquests occurs when one power overcomes another power in war.
·   It’s not just beating them, but beating them and remaining in their land
· establishing a new government
· conquerors use the resources of the defeated as they like
· Leaders do it to increase power and wealth
· Change…the defeated people adopt elements of the conquerors cultures and vice versa


· As Alexander conquered new lands, he made new colonies…he modeled them after Greek cities.  In other words, he “***Greeked***” them!!!
· He couldn’t rule them, so he left them in the hands of the Greek administrators
· The native peoples were forced to adopt much of the Greek culture/customs/government
· Alexander also, on the other hand ***adopted some of the features from the conquered  cultures***
· He wore Persian clothing
· He brought Persian soldiers into his army
· He did these things so the Persians would not see Greek rule as an alien…then they would not rebel against them
· They didn’t rebel….some even learned the Greek language, worshipped the Greek Gods and read Greek literature.  In other words, they were “***Greeked*** (most history books refer to this as ***hellenization***”


· So both of these two seemingly different techniques were used.  Those he conquered were “***Greeked***” and at the same time, Alexander and Greece adopted some of the customs, techniques, and leaders from those he conquered!!
· Sounds just like who???
· Ans—the Inca empire 2000 years later over in the western hemisphere!!!

· Greek influence so widespread during Alexander’s rule to 146 BC….it was called the Hellenistic Age……Hellenistic means “Greek-Like”
· During this time, Greece became the teacher to the western world
· Science
· Art
· Literature
· Philosophy
· Most lands did not give up their culture altogether, but adopted 2 systems of life
· One for the Greek people who lived in the cities
· The other a native system for the native peoples who lived in the country before the take-over by Greece

[bookmark: museumatalexandria]UU.  THE MUSEUM AT ALEXANDRIA
· Center of Greek shifted from Athens to Alexandria
· Located in Egypt
· Founded and named after Alexander in 332 BC
· Magnificent museum…intellectual center….(temple of muses)
· Mathematicians, poets, philosophers and astronomers gathered to explore the mysteries of #s, words, ideas, and the heavens
· To help, the museum opened a library…grew to be the largest in the ancient world
· Greek and non-Greek scrolls  (non-Greek translated into Greek)
· Some scientist believe that the oldest manuscript of the Old Testament(still in existence) was transcribed into Greek at the museum
· It had a huge impact on the ancient world…but, it influenced future generations as well
· It was destroyed in the AD 200s
[bookmark: ALEXANDEREMPIREFALLSAPART]VV.  ALEXANDER’S EMPIRE FALLS APART 
323 BC Alexander died of a fever
· 33 years old
· he had created the largest empire in the western world
· Greek culture still united the empire after his death….but politically…the empire fell apart…no one had enough power to take Alexander’s place
· The generals split the empire among themselves
· Whole empire divided into 34 kingdoms
· Bloody fighting….5 generals took control of different parts of the empire
· No matter what…none of them had the power or size of Alexander the Great’s empire

· His history of the Persian war was one of the 1st factual accounts of a past event
· He tied events to the will of the gods
· The word history comes from a Greek word….historia…means researches or inquires
· Was sort of like a history written with a “theological/religious” view

· Thucydides…took history a bit further
· In version of account of the Peloponnesian War…he tried to understand events from people’s actions
· Used sources, documents, and interviewed eyewitnesses
· This set a new standard for future historians

· Greeks during the time of Homer thought that Poseidon..the god of waters…caused earthquakes….
· Philo= life  sophy = study of
· Greek input was not to give explanations for things in a Theological (study of gods) way, but rather in a natural, secular, way
· in 500s BC…the first philosopher Thales challenged that belief
· he believed the world rested on water…the earthquakes were caused from the wind making waves in the water…OK it was wrong, but at least he looked somewhere other than the gods to place the blame
· were many different schools of philosophy that would argue and debate with one another
· the disciples (students) were guided by their teacher
· Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle continued the search

The Development of Imperialist Empires.*** (Definitions in light blue below are from Webster’s)  This was covered during our Mesopotamia notes and is copied directly from there, at least the light blue font right below!!!
1	Imperialism=The policy and practice of forming and maintaining an empire in seeking to control raw materials and world markets by the conquest of other countries, the establishment of colonies, etc.  The policy and practice of seeking to dominate the economic or political affairs of underdeveloped areas or weaker countries.
2.	Imperial=Of an empire.  Having the rank of an emperor or empress.  Having control or sovereignty over other countries or colonies.
3.	Empire=A state uniting many territories and peoples under a single sovereign power.  An extensive social or economic organization under the control of a single person, family, or corporation.  Also a style of furniture representative of Greece, Rome, and Egypt
4.	Colonialism=The system or policy by which a country maintains foreign colonies, esp. in order to exploit them economically
5.	Colonial=to found or establish a colony or colonies.  To settle persons in a colony.  To found or establish a colony or colonies.
6.  	Colony=A group of people who settle in a distant land but remain under the political jurisdiction of their native land.  A community of people of the same nationality or pursuits concentrated in a particular district of place. 
7.	Nation=a stable, historically developed community of people with a territory, economic life, distinctive culture, and language in common.  The people of a territory united under a single government, country.

Special note:  the below imperialism/colonialism coverage in green font is also found on the Africa and European Exploration units.  I include it here to get you, the student/reader, thinking about this issue and the various perspectives of nations involved in colonialization!!! 


a) ***Colonization=settlers from the “colonizer” nation settle or a foreign “colonized” civilization  for mostly economic/business reason.  
(i) Colonies economic purpose is to provide raw materials to the colonizer industries of the mother country
(ii) Colonies and the “colonized” civilization  had to buy the finished manufactured products from the  industries located back in the “colonizer” country
(iii) Colonies could only buy from  the businesses located in the “colonizer”  country!!
(iv) Many times the colonial settlers had to conquer and rule over the original civilization and make it a colony by force
· Many times the “colonizer” government/military would help with this military process 

3) Colonialism: Political and Economic Strategy used in Africa/Asia by Europe/U.S.

· Private Companies change the post over to a Agricultural/Mining plantations
↓
(iii) Colonies—
· Private Companies pressure European/American  government to make plantation into a  European/American Colonies 


c) Role Play—
(i) Remember our role play of the above Colonization process, using four students.  Be sure you take notes to the side  and use their names and natural resources
· Agricultural environmental resources (candy company)
· Silk/Cotton environmental resources (clothing company)
· Metals (steel/iron) environmental mining resources (r.r. company)
· Coal/Oil environmental mining resources for energy (oil company)
d) We then had four other students represent a European  candy company, a European clothing company, a European railroad train building company, and a European  heating company 
(i) These four showed  us that they wanted posts/plantations/colonies to be established in the environments which  who had the raw environmental resource that each company needed!!  


e) Trading/re-supply posts
(i) Colonies first started as “trading /re-supply posts,” established along the coasts.  They were built/controlled/settled by the citizens and/or private companies from the European/U.S. “colonizer” country
(ii) Colonies were established as resting/re-supply stations for the traveling explorers and traveling traders
· Due to the long distances away from Portugal/Spain
· Due to the 6 month-one year trips to travel round trip
· Also need “safe spots” to stop, rest, re-supply, etc. etc.
f) Agricultural and mining plantations
(i) The colonies soon needed farming to support themselves and the ships coming to their ports
(ii) Portugal, Spain, and eventually European/U.S. end up making their colonies into “agricultural and mining” plantations.
(iii) European countries were probably most attracted by the sugar cane, since sugar was perhaps the # 1 demand for a farming product in all of Europe in the 1500-1700’s!!!???
· Thanks to crusaders discovering this sweet treat during the crusades
(iv) Spain, Portugal, Europe were  also always demanding/looking for gold mines!!!!
· Gold was the monetary standard accepted throughout the entire world, especially those private bankers and private “stock companies” which were investing much money in order to make a profit.  Well, they especially wanted paid back in silver and gold !!
Q # 6  Why would European/American “Colonizer” governments be willing to help private businesses in this whole mercantilism/colonization process???  What were the positive benefits for the “Colonizer” nations??  E&E&E
 
(i) Ans--“It’s the economy stupid!!”  Help their overall economy, with many job and business opportunities and taxes coming into the govt.
· Keep citizens happy with jobs and job security
· Get tax money from the citizens who have jobs
· Keep big businesses happy and supporting the government
· Get tax money from the private businesses
(ii) Pride and competition against other European Colonizers
(iii) Political/Economic/Military Power and Reputation
(iv) ***Proselytize   ( Spread by preaching) of their religion



g) Special note—
(i) These trading posts/agriculture plantations/mining plantations/ were originally city-states that were owned/controlled by various Asian/African/Native American{North-South-Central American}) cultures/ kingdoms/empires from 1000-1500 A.D.   
(ii) The posts/plantations would eventually become official “colonies” owned by European/U.S. “colonizer” countries from 1500’s-1900’s.  
(iii) Some argue these “colonized” cultures of Asia/Africa/Americas are still owned (or at least controlled/manipulated)  by European/U.S. governments and/or European/U.S. business interests to this very day!!!??? 
(iv) ***  It is argued by many (including citizens of the former “colonized” nations)  that this issue of colonialism in the past will be the # 1 driving force/influence of world history in the future!!!???  ***
(v) Stay tuned to your 9th grade social studies course to E&E&E this important political/economic/cultural/military concept!!  
· Remember Iran’s arguments to other former colonies.  
() Iran states former “colonizers” want all the nuclear power and economic power  
() and want the former colonies to remain weak and w/o the technology to compete against the former colonizers like U.S., Britian, France, Russia, China, etc.
· The U.S. and U.N. council is arguing that it is dangerous for too many to have potential nuclear weapons.  Also concerns over the flakiness and evil comments from Iran’s president wanting to see Israel wiped off the face of the earth!!
· Mr. Chittock’s insight—as of now, the former colonies could not compete in open warfare against the former colonizers!  But they could perhaps/maybe use terrorism (either directly or support it indirectly/secretly) to destabilize us and possibly defeat us and the westernized world.
